B. Complete the scholarship application form in its entirety. Type the application (preferred) or print
legibly using black ink. Sign and date the application form.

C. Complete an essay up to 500 words. The topic of the essay is “Identify the Teacher Who Inspired You
to Consider Becoming a Teacher and Why?” The essay should be typed using a 12-point or larger font.

D. Submit an official copy of your high school transcript.

E. Submit two sealed letters of recommendation. At least one of the letters should be from a teacher,
counselor or other person from your high school.

F. Submit the entire packet by the deadline date of February 1, 2010. Incomplete scholarship application
packets will not be eligible for consideration. Submit your application using one-sided documents. Do
not staple. Application packets must be postmarked by February 1, 2010. Mail or deliver to:
